
address this epidemic.  
Many of you recently saw 
that HUD donated $7.2 mil-
lion to area homeless shel-
ters.  The Brother Bryan 
Mission did not apply for 
any of these funds. While a 
tempting proposition, we 
refuse to compromise our 
Christian beliefs and teach-
ings by accepting taxpayer 
money.  We would not be 
able to minister to the men 
about our Lord Jesus Christ 
or make a meaningful spiri-
tual impact in their lives if 
we had to abide by the stipu-
lations and restrictions that 
would be imposed by ac-
cepting federal aid.  I urge 
you to remember us in your 
estates, wills and steward-
ship offerings.  These past 
few years we have found 
ourselves in a weak cash po-
sition and are struggling in 
our service to the Lord and 
to our fellow man.  
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My name is Steve and I live 
at the Brother Bryan Mis-
sion.  The Mission is a good 
place to put your life in or-
der again.  The Director and 
Staff are all great people that 
provide structure for you to 
get back on your feet.  The 
mission provides a home for 
those who have lost their 
own.  Also, they teach us to 
put God first and all good 
things will come. 

It is not my choice to be 
homeless, but I can’t think 
of a better place to be at this 
time.  The food is good and 
the people are friendly.  I 
cannot think of anything but 
good when I talk about the 
Brother Bryan Mission.   
 
When I had nowhere to go 
they welcomed me with 
open arms.  The mission 
provides a safe place away 

from the dangerous streets of 
the city  and a chance for 
people to reshape their 
lives – a chance to start new.

In the original words, 
written in Old Hebrew, 
“Easter means Resurrec-
tion and New Life.”  Jesus 
was actually crucified on 
Passover Day, fulfilling 
this tradition, as our own 
Passover Lamb. 
 
Easter was celebrated at 
different times by the early 
Christian churches until 
325 A.D. when the Council 
of Nicea fixed the day as 
the first Sunday after the 
first full moon following 
March 21st, always placing 
Easter sometime between 
March 22nd and April 25th.  
It is believed the date was 

by the light of the night to 
the birthplace of our Lord. 
 
This season reminds us of 
God’s gift to the less fortu-
nate – the undeserving.  
Find ways to give, as God 
gave unconditionally to us 
gifts.  Jesus told us clearly, 
“Whatever you did for one 
of the least of these broth-
ers of mine, you did for 
me” (Matthews 25:40). 
 

While we usually think of 
Christmas as the holiday of 
gift giving, Easter has a 
richer heritage.  God gave 
his son.  Jesus gave his 
life. Easter message is one 
of hope and victory over 
death, for it recalls that 
Christ rose from the dead 
on the third day after his 
crucifixion.  Easter sym-
bolizes the love of God and 
His gift to man.   In many 
languages, the name for 
Easter comes from the He-
brew word “pesah” or 
Passover (the English word 
for Easter is from the name 
of the Teutonic goddess of 
spring or dawn), which is 
the feast commemorating

We have 67 residents who reside here long-term and 

all residents are required to work and maintain jobs outside the mission (if 

physically able).  This keeps them from living on the streets of our city and 

helps re-build their self-esteem and responsibilities that have been lost for 

so long.  For over six decades, the Brother Bryan Mission has been making 

a difference with the homeless community.
